3. More on the Concert!

From our SICA chair,Rosetta Narvaez

I’d like to communicate about the special feeling of the Symphony….By the way, the tickets were so beautiful and the Program Book was well put together.  I would like to scan and upload if you think that this is ok?  I'll try to write out the Opening Ceremony today, as it was not well expressed either by the correspondents………….
Symphony:
The Symphony was really something special.  I came to the event willing to work, but not allowed to, and with an element of scepticism on the ##s of final ticket sales and on the ability to sit through this kind of music (preconceived notions).  
As it turned out, the hall was almost booked -- ticket sales must have really accelarated closer to the event or day of, and the performance of the actual Cantana throbbed every sinew in my body. 
 
Not sure whether you were part of the Symphony team in Spokane? 
Here's my take: The Cantana mixes a narration of Bapak's receiving on all of the lower/human forces, echoed by a full chorus refrain on the key themes. Symphonic music fills the song and words with the feeling of each force.  For example, the feeling of the material forces was made alive by the use of xylophone sticks clanking each other as background sound in a cacophonic loud, almost jarring clash of symbols, horns and brass.  It sounded almost like being in a mine.  The vegetable force had a lovely,  wilting sound to it, while the animal force was almost ferocious.  The symphony uses a drum to evoke an ethnic africano-tribal beat almost as if a human heart's beat was predominating the feeling at the human level.  The opening sound at the Rohwani level was like emerging into the clouds into lightness and space.  It really raised the roof in quiet loveliness.  The ending of the total symphony was similar to the end of one's latihan when we sit in quiet before returning to our daily life.  Quite a wonderful experience!
