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Report from Subud USA

It’s a privilege and an honor to serve for Subud USA.  

The committee was appointed on July 3rd 2004, National Congress held at Berkeley, California. The whole journey started with an amazing experiences, great guidance, and blessings from Almighty God. We strongly received to unite the groups together, revitalize harmony, build national enterprises, and remind every member of their roles and responsibilities towards the growth of Subud. We felt that it is time to travel and visit different centers. We felt we needed to reduce the vertical and horizontal gap between local, regional, national, and international levels. We felt that we needed to increase the level of communication connecting and uniting everyone together. Until this happens, nothing can change in the Subud world. We ask these questions to ourselves; How can we build enterprises if we are not strongly united together? How can we build enterprises if we cannot act and implement things together? How can we build enterprises if we do not share, love and respect each other? Our goals are to support and facilitate the worship of God; to accommodate members with “Member Services”; to strive for moral integrity and financial sustainability; to develop joint national and international enterprises; to improve and modify the existing Subud structure, and connect Subud USA with the outer Subud world. 

TRAVEL:  In the first year of our term, we traveled to more than twenty-five different centers that include all regions (except Pacific Island). Members welcomed us wherever we went. We got chance to share and listen to them. We got chance to attend California, South, Mid-West, East Coast Regional congresses and gatherings. 

CONFERENCE CALLS:  In addition, we started with our regular conference calls with all regional, wings, and sub-committees. We also conducted regular conference calls with Zone 7 countries especially Canada. These calls helped us to act as an advisory committee, which helped us to connect and increase the level of communications with each center. We regularly checked on all regions and wings through these conference calls. 

FULL COMMITTEES:  When we started the East Coast, Mid-West, and South regions did not had full committees. However, today by the Grace of Almighty God we have full committees in each regions of Subud USA. The new regional committee will be formed in Rocky Mountain by October 2005. 

GATHERINGS and RETREATS:  We had a successful National Gathering at Estes Park, Colorado. We had successful Subud USA board meetings – twice by tele-conference and once in person at Estes Park. We had two successful helper’s retreat meeting in Seattle, and Washington DC areas. This was a wonderful opportunity for helpers to do latihan and testing together. We also had a successful joint wings retreat meeting in Los Angeles area where the wing chairs and affiliates came together and discussed how they could create joint wings activities and projects. 

2004 CONGRESS RESOLUTIONS:  We are also implementing the 2004 resolutions passed at Berkeley congress – such as the selection of Directors at Large and supporting standing sub-committees for Organizational Structure, Housing, Outreach and Caring. We need to find new chair for Standard Operating Policy and Procedure; and form a Flow of Funds working party. In addition, we have formed a full board for Subud Enterprises Services (SES) in Subud USA. This board will help us to initiate small or large enterprises in the next year of our term.

OTHER COMMUNICATION:  Communication is happening in different regions and centers, which helped us to bring members together. However, there is still lot to be done. We have to find ways to sustain this activity, which will only happen if each and every member feels to take responsibility for the growth of Subud USA. 

We have sent regular newsletters, emails, and messages from the national office to all members in Subud USA in order to remind them (1) to love, respect, care, and support each other, (2) to come forward take responsibility and work together as a family; because they all belong to Bapak’s family. We believe that if all chairs in the Subud world start spreading the same information that Bapak repeated in his talks again and again – we have faith that “things will change” – we can make the system function in a better way. 

Now, we are in process of connecting Subud USA to the other countries in the Subud world, which might happen at the Innsbruck World Congress. We are interested to share, learn, listen, and connect with our brothers and sisters around the world.
